It‌ ‌is‌ ‌the‌ ‌policy‌ ‌of‌ ‌the‌ ‌Baldwin‌ ‌County‌ ‌Board‌ ‌of‌ ‌Education‌ ‌(Board)‌ ‌that‌ ‌each‌ ‌school‌ ‌within‌ ‌this‌ ‌school‌‌ 
district‌ ‌shall‌ ‌develop‌ ‌and‌ ‌implement‌ ‌age-appropriate‌ ‌student‌ ‌codes‌ ‌of‌ ‌conduct‌ ‌designed‌ ‌to‌ ‌improve‌ ‌the‌‌
